1. Do not operate press beyond its rated capacity.

2. The press is designed for pressing, bending and straightening purposes only.

3. Check press for loose or damaged parts before each operation. Replace damaged parts
and tighten all loose bolts before operating.

4. Some parts being pressed may have a tendency to pop out of the press or explode
under pressure. Parts being pressed should be shielded against shattering under
pressure.

5. Always wear safety glasses /
face shield and protective wear
when operating the press.

6. When Lowering the Ram, make
sure your clothing, hair and
fingers do not get caught in the
Press.

Assembly

1. Unpacking the Box 1, assembly the press frame
according to the exploded drawing.

Note:

1. Table (#8) should across the upright (#6) before
assembling the top beam (#9) to the upright (#6).

2. Pay attention to the direction of the table must be
accordingly to the direction in the drawing.

3. For 30ton press, make sure that the “U” groove
of the upright (#6) is inside and the leg (#2) must
be installed outside the upright.

2. Ram (#13) and Pump (#16) have been connected by
the Hose (#14). First, Assembly the ram to the press
frame. According to Figure 1, place the ram on the
frame (#21), and fix the frame to the top beam (#9) Figure 2




by bolt (#22), washer (#23) and nut (#24).
3. Second, assembly the pump (#16) to right upright (#6) by bolt (#17) , washer (#18) ,
spring washer (#19) and nut (#20). See Figure 2.

Operation

1. Determine the position of the table (#8) according to the height of your workpiece.

2. Press pump has two pistons. Close the valve, using the handle (#15), pump the big
piston down the Ram (#13) so it contacts the workpiece. Then pumping the small piston
until desired pressing occurs.

3. Make the needed modifications or adjustments to the workpiece. Use the press plates if
necessary.

4. When finished, Carefully and slowly turn the release valve on the Pump (#16) causing
the Ram (#13) to raise and release the pressure on the workpiece.

Maintenance

Clean the unit as needed. Make sure the face of the Ram (#13) and the pump (#16) are
clean and free of oil, grease, dirt, and debris.
